
How to import Searches from another Emis Web Practice. 

From the population reporting menu, select import
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The following box will appear;		click here to select the file location of the import
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And choose a suitable location for your folder of searches. Once imported you should end up with a list like this, contained in its own folder called COPD Searches;
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Click on the folder “COPD Searches” to highlight it and then click run. This will run ALL the searches contained within the folder above. (note some searches are linked with others)



















COPD Audit 
1. Identify Patients on an ICS/LABA and a diagnosis of COPD but not asthma, on an inhaler not licenced to treat COPD.

Search name; Patient on ICS/LABA inhaler unlicensed in COPD
Auto Report - Patients on ICS/LABA inhaler unlicensed in COPD Auto report

2. Identify COPD Patients on different combinations of therapy. 

Search name; COPD on ICS Monotherapy
COPD on LABA Monotherapy
COPD on LAMA Monotherapy
COPD on ICS plus LABA Dual Therapy
COPD on ICS plus LAMA Dual Therapy
COPD on LAMA plus LABA Dual Therapy
COPD on ICS plus LABA plus LAMA Triple Therapy
All the above searches are based on COPD patients on the QOF register with any combinations of the above therapies in current drugs. (Either as separate devices or combination inhalers)

There is a report that can be assigned to each of the COPD Therapy group searches above that will provide the majority of the clinical data needed to complete the data collection sheet for the COPD Audit. 

This auto report is called – COPD Auto Report. 

To assign this report to another therapy group just right click on the auto report, select properties then click on the search button shown below;
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From here you can select another search to link the auto report to. 

Stepping Down Inhaled Corticosteroids. 
Patients with diagnosis with COPD but excluding asthma, on ICS as part of their therapy and a FEV1 >50% predicted. 

Search name – COPD no Asthma, on ICS and FEV1 >50% predicted. 
Report name – COPD no Asthma, on ICS and FEV1 >50% predicted Auto Report
Note; You will have to manually look through for these patients for exacerbations in consultations, antibiotic issues and emergency admissions as not all will be read code appropriately . CAT scores may be entered as fee text. 
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
